Abstract. In this article the author states opinions concerning occurrence and function of one of residences Turkic
khaghans — Jabyukat (site Ak ata), located in Chach. In particular, it has arisen in the end VI of century in connection
with Turkic khaghanate, and carried out functions both military, and political residence. At the same time near it there is
a city Xatunkat (site Tugaytepe), that testifies to a strategic role Chach and reflection here of traditions statehood ancient
Turks. These «city Khatun» arose in different territories, where widespread Turkic ethnic groups. The author of the article
considers some of them came to the conclusion that the presence of «Khatun city» is one of the characteristics inherent in
the urban planning of the ancient Turks.

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Edigii at the head of the Golden Horde: the experience of his Chagatai emigration

Abstract: In the second half of the 14th century in the ulus Khanates of the former Mongol Empire happened
fading Chinggisid ruling dynasties’ charisma has ebbed. The real power found itself in the hands of powerful
representatives of Turkic tribal aristocracy. The most striking example of degradation of Chinggisids’ royal
prerogatives was sovereignty of Timur in the Chagatai Ulus. The article shows how

Mangyt Edigii Beq, during his long stay at the Timur’s court, was inspired by this example and embodied
the basic principles of hisrule in the Golden Horde. For two decades Edigii handed the throne to his henchmen,
and under all of them he was the chief lord (beqlerbegi). Furthermore, close contacts with the theologians of
the environment of Timur formed the spiritual guidance of Edigii that manifested later in his campaign of
Islamization of the Golden Horde nomads.
